June Read and Book 
Discussion: Lydia by 
Paula Gooder 

Gooder’s novel tells 
Lydia’s story – who she was, the 
life she lived and her first-
century faith – and in doing so 
opens up Paul’s letter to the 
Philippians, giving a sense of 
the cultural and historical 

pressures that shaped Paul’s thinking, and the 
faith of the early church. Rigorously researched, 
this is a book for everyone and anyone who wants 
to engage more deeply and imaginatively with 
Paul’s theology. 
 Paula Gooder taught for twelve years in 
ministerial formation, first at Ripon College 
Cuddesdon, Oxford (not Mississippi) and then at 
the Queen’s Foundation for Ecumenical 

Theological Education in Birmingham (not 
Alabama). She is currently the Chancellor of St 
Paul’s Cathedral in London. In next week’s 

LIMELIGHT, we’ll start electing a date to 
discuss the book.
